Socks – Knitting socks is great fun, and it’s not as complicated as it looks. Proficiency with basic knitting skills – casting on and the knit and purl stitches – is required.

Materials:  7 colors of sport to worsted wt. partial skeins ( in shades of dark, darker, darkest and light, lighter, lightest, as well as a center color which is traditionally red) and a pair of needles and two 24” circulars to get desired gauge
